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There are conservation-related by-laws to help all of us preserve the veld and animals in Marloth Park. They are summarised from the Nkomazi Land Use Scheme, pages 104-107, relating specifically to Marloth Park. 
Each ReV by law topic (1-9) is discussed in detail here: [link to document]
Here they are briefly summarised:  
4.22 Marloth Park
· ReV 1	4.22: 12 	
You may not clear natural flora and rake your land bare. It is ecologically damaging. 
· ReV 2	4.22: 14 	
You may not grow exotic plants. They replace indigenous flora, and can spread. 
· ReV 3	4.22: 13 	
You may not put up any fence/wall that stops the free passage of animals. 
· ReV 4	4.22: 6 	
You may not dump on the roadside or parkland (rubble or plant matter).
· ReV 5	4.22: 19 	
Only 50% of your land, including paved driveway, lapa etc, may be built on.
· ReV 6 	4.22: 4 	
You need permission to put up temporary structures, e.g. sheds. 
· ReV 7 	4.22:15 	
You need permission for a waterhole; it must have sloping sides and a drain.
· ReV 8 	4.22: 8	
You may not bring or have any pet in Marloth, or tame any wild animal.
· ReV 9  4.22:2b	
You may not sink a borehole without permission.  Use ALL water sparingly.
