[bookmark: _GoBack]To grow trees or bushes in Marloth you need to protect them from our browsers, often for years. It is therefore important that plant protectors pose least risk to our animals. It has happened that a giraffe had to be darted to enable a protector to be removed from its head!
Also, bear in mind the length of time they will be part of the landscape. The more natural they look, the better. E.g. Wood is more acceptable than white poles. (And, of course, they should only be protecting locally indigenous plants.)

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Cover top with branches/chicken
wire so kudu and giraffe can’t lean

Cross pieces and
poles should not stick
out — can harm birds
in flight

Galvanised welded
mesh/chicken wire with small
spaces so animals cannot get
stuck

Set poles deep and firm
with rocks - no polluting
cement!

Wire starts at least 10
cm above ground level
so small animals do not
get trapped
